• In addition, applicants should exemplify JCC values of rachmanus, or fair play, and show compassion and
ruach, or spirit, in how they conduct themselves.

• Applicant must have been raised as a Jew, be a Jew by choice living as such, and have at least 
one Jewish parent.

• Applicants must also be part of the Rockland County community.

 This is defined as someone who has a significant connection to Rockland County, through any of 
the following:

 a) attending a local school or synagogue 
b) having a significant history of participating in JCC Rockland programs
